Coach Bill Lamôs Profile 
 

The most successful coach in the history of 

Carolina wrestling, Bill Lam retired after 

the 2002-03 season following 30 years as 

head coach in Chapel Hill. He owns a 378-

131-4 career record with a 136-35-1 mark 

in Atlantic Coast Conference action. Lam 

led the Tar Heels to 15 ACC titles and 

mentored five individual NCAA champi-

ons, including current head coach C.D. Mock. 

 

Lam coached 37 All-Americas and earned ACC Coach of the 

Year honors 10 times. In 1982, he was honored as national 

coach of the year. In 1983, he was voted National Man of the 

Year.

As a four-year starter at cornerback for the 

Panthers, McElroy was also a 3-time first 

team All Gateway Conference player (1992-

1994), an Associated Press Third Team All-

American (1994) and selected for The Kelly 

Tires Blue & Gray All-Star Classic. In 1995, the Safety/

Cornerback was selected as the fourth round draft pick by the 

Indianapolis Colts where he played for four years. He then went 

on to play for the Chicago Bears and Detroit Lions.  

 

McElroy has dedicated his full-time post-career time and efforts 

to the enrichment and development of young people through the 

non-profit organization, Sports World Inc. McElroy is a profes-

sional speaker who brings his empowering message to elemen-

tary, middle and high schools all over the United States.
